My View From the Top Bunk
–­A Brother’s Perspective of Patrick Nixon and the Mustard SEED

Some of my earliest memories of childhood involve 
sharing a room and a bunk bed with my brother 
Pat. In those days I got the top bunk, and my 

brother Pat got the lower bunk.

Much has changed…now Pat along with his team at the 
Mustard SEED in Calgary, lead one of the most dynamic 
and successful Street Ministries in North America.  For 
most of the last six years, it was my privilege to work 
alongside that team. 

Pat knows what it is like to be homeless, and his true 
gift, despite his success, has been never forgetting 
the streets that God took him from.  As brothers, we 
grew up in an alcoholic and abusive home.  At the 
age of 12, he found himself living on the streets as a 
homeless person. By the time Pat was 15, he himself 
was an addict and alcoholic having spent a good part 
of the previous 3 years as a drug mule. He was then 
introduced to the Grace of God in a meaningful way that 
would impact him, and through him, others forever.

Some men from First Baptist Church were reaching out 
to the poor on the streets of Calgary when they saw 
Pat; he  tried his best to panhandle from them, but they 
didn’t give him money, they took him to get something to 
eat.  While Pat was eating one of the men in the group 
offered to take him home and give him a bed to sleep in. 
Pat accepted.

They cared for him for about a year.  Unfortunately, 
Pat fell back into his addictions and had to be asked 
to leave the house. He ended up in prison. After his 
release, these same wonderful people found Pat and 
asked him if he was ready to try again.  This simple act 
of grace formed what would become an unwritten policy 
of the SEED: 

“It’s not about first or second chances, but how many 
chances will it take”.  The rest, as they say, is history. continued on next page

Märt and Alta Vähi have 
been married for 39 years 
and have three children 

and five grand-children. They have 
been missionaries since 1971. They 
smuggled Bibles into Estonia and 
the Iron Curtain countries for seven 
years. After returning to Canada, 
he built Smythe Street Cathedral in 
Fredericton and pastored there for 
fourteen years. During this time Märt 
also served as Chaplin of the New 
Brunswick Legislature.

Following this Märt and Alta, along 
with their family moved to Estonia in 
1991 during the break-up of the Soviet 
Union. In the years that followed he 
was involved in founding the Estonian 
Pentecostal Church while planting 
many churches, helping with the 
beginning of a Bible School, building 
a national Foreign Missions program 
and a Prison Ministry, which all 
continue to this day. 

After handing over responsibilities 
to nationals, Märt along with his son 
Andrew and their wives, went on to 
pioneer the Village of Hope, an in-
residence ministry and leadership 
training facility, for those in drug and 
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alcohol addiction, in Estonia and now 
also in New Brunswick, Canada.

Presently, Märt and Alta continue to 
live in Estonia, while he and Andrew, 
who now lives in Canada, continue 
to develop and expand the Village of 
Hope ministry together. The Village 
of Hope in Estonia has also trained 
leadership leading the program there 
- young men who just six years ago 
were heroin addicts on the streets 
- today are fine Christian leaders! 
Märt also continues to mentor as well 
as be a father figure to the national 
leadership and church in Estonia.  
Not only this, but there is an ever 
increasing demand for this type of 
ministry requiring Märt and Alta to 
travel throughout Europe to build up 
national leadership with the challenge 
of ever increasing missions.

During these days of upheaval in 
Europe as well as the world Märt feels 
we need to build up ministry while at 
the same time storm the very “gates 
of hell - a black hole of addiction” with 
the gospel of Christ!  The ministry to 
those in addiction is “really a tough 
one” says Märt, but “it is as important 
as it is challenging - as it is the world

knew to do, he went back to washing 
coffee cups.  

This was the source of another great 
unwritten policy at the SEED:

“Leaders get their hands dirty and 
serve others.”

The Mustard SEED Street Ministry is 
coming up to its 25th anniversary. The 
roots of this life-changing ministry go 
deep into the First Baptist Church’s 
Burning Bush Coffeehouse; a drop-
in center for young street people in 
downtown Calgary.  On March 11, 
1984, the first Mustard SEED Street 
Church service was held, and the 
concept was to be a church of street 
people that was run by ex-street 
people.  Five years later, the Street 
Church changed its name to The 
Mustard SEED Street Ministry (The 
SEED) and proclaimed themselves a 
“ministry of the church” to the street 
people of Calgary.

They began sharing their conviction 
that the church had an obligation to 
care for the underprivileged.  This 
change in philosophy of street ministry 
was the turning point that allowed the

SEED to realize its present growth, a 
growth that would not have happened 
unless the members of the street 
church were willing to give up what 
had become familiar to them, and to 
find new ways to make a meaningful 
difference in the lives they served.

The SEED started with one staff 
member and 12 volunteers providing 
care for approximately 50 people.  Pat 
Nixon’s vision has grown over the 
years to where The SEED employs 
over 200 staff with more than 12,000 
volunteers per year.  Over 600 
churches located throughout the 
province assist The SEED through 
their volunteerism, prayer and financial 
support.  The SEED has also found 
support from over 3000 businesses 
and corporations. 

As the Chief Executive Officer and 
visionary for The SEED, Pat has 
impacted the lives of thousands in 
our society.  Pat’s vision has led to 
developments like the Creative Centre 
in Calgary, where the city’s homeless 
find hope through education, housing 
and real ministry.  Mountain Aire 
Lodge is a functioning business 
providing meaningful paid employment 

and training opportunities for former 
crack addicts and the terminally 
homeless; enabling them to rebuild 
their lives.  The Mustard SEED Shelter 
in Calgary’s southeast has introduced 
a pro-active approach to providing 
hardcore street people the tools they 
need to move from poverty to higher 
levels of independence. And most 
recently, the Calgary Mustard SEED 
has partnered with the Mustard SEED 
Edmonton to support their exciting 
approach to provide compassionate 
care for the homeless in that 
community. 

On a national level, Pat was a key 
player in the development of a national 
conference for street workers to 
gather and share their experience 
and knowledge with their peers from 
across Canada.  He continues to have 
a heart for the poor of our nation, and 
has been an inspiration to directors of 
street ministries across the country.  
But simple borders can’t restrain the 
vision and caring Pat is determined to 
share with others.

In 2001, Pat was invited by 
international leaders in Poland and 
Latvia to travel to their countries to

In 2008, Pat spent three 
weeks in the Ukraine observing 
ministry trends and supporting church 
efforts to expand social care services 
throughout the country.

But when all is said and done, Pat 
would want you to know one thing: “In 

the end the most important recognition 
I seek is before an audience of one, 
my Lord Jesus Christ.  He has always 
been faithful to me; I seek only to be 
faithful to Him” 

So why am I telling you all this? 
Because this story is not about who 
gets the top bunk. Rather, this is about 
how we ensure we are performing 
relevant ministry in increasingly 
difficult times.  It is about how to take 
what you have, which may not seem 
sufficient, and allow God to make it 

sufficient.  It is about the part that we 
in ACOP can, and I believe should, 
play in reaching this nation for Christ.

Pat is not just my brother. I am 
certainly proud of the fact that he is, 
but I believe he is a man whose story 
and heart for those who are perishing 
all around us, and whose vision for 
what the Church can be, can inspire 
us all. What we have is enough, if we 
make it enough with the will and the 
hand of God.
