Dedication in High River, AB 

October 7, 2007 marked the dedication of High River Full 
Gospel Tabernacle's new building in High River, AB. The 
church was incorporated in 1962 when The Apostolic Church 
of Pentecost of High River amalgamated with Blackie Full 
Gospel Church.  

 

The congregation built a cedar-log building in 1975, but the 
facility was soon outgrown. In 2000, a three-acre parcel of 
land was purchased with construction of the 12,000 sq. ft. 
facility not commencing until August, 2006. The building was 
completed within a year and the old cedar-log church, (along 
with 10 town lots of land) was donated to the High River 
Salvation Army.
